	Science
	Healthy Bodies Encourage children to keep their bodies healthy by teaching them all about nutrition, the importance of exercise and their hearts. They will investigate how water and nutrients are transported in the circulatory system and recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on how their bodies function.


	English Links:

Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling – Exploring different sentence types and focusing on expanded and adverbial noun phrases to make our writing more interesting.
Autobiography and Biography – reading biographies of famous people, from Roald Dahl to Charles Dickens; as well as sharing our own autobiographical childhood memories. 
Jabberwocky – discovering the nonsense poem written by Lewis Carroll about the killing of the creature named ‘The Jabberwock’.
Personification – beginning to bring our writing to life with the use of imagery. Children will make objects seem human with their imaginative ideas.

	Crime and Punishment (changes in an aspect of social history):  children explore British history and discover how crime and punishment has changed throughout the ages. Beginning with the Romans and travelling right through to the present day, discovering how changes in society create changed the kind of crimes that were committed, as well as the ways in which they are punished.

	British Composers (listening to music history): children will respond to music by British composer from the different periods of history covered in our Crime and Punishment topic.

	Maths Links:
Number and Place Value – ordering and comparing numbers up to 10 000 000 and determining the value of each digit. Rounding any whole number to a required degree of accuracy.
Addition and Subtraction – Adding and subtracting numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers.  
Properties of 3D shapes - Recognising describing and building simple 3-D shapes, including making nets.
Multiplication and Division – Multiplying numbers up to 4 digits by a 2-digit whole number using the formal written methods.
Fractions – Using common factors to simplify fraction and using common multiples to express fractions in the same denomination.
Position and Direction – coordinates.

Addition and Subtraction – Adding and subtracting fractions with different denominators and mixed numbers, using the concept of equivalent fractions.

	Science
	Evolution and Inheritance (evolution and inheritance): Children will think about characteristics passed from one generation to the next and how species have adapted to suit their environments. They will discover the process of natural selection, and how our understanding of the process of evolution has developed over time thanks to the work of scientists and palaeontologists.


	English Links:

Expressing faith through Arts and Buildings – RE Christianity inspired unit focusing on descriptive writing and figurative language. 

Persuasive Writing – Achieve Your Dream.

Children write letters to ‘Achieve Your Dream’ with a wish that they want to come true, such as swimming with dolphins or sky diving. 

Journalistic  Writing – Read All About It. Children explore the world of newspapers by writing catchy headlines; intriguing lead paragraphs and interesting front page articles. 

Describing a setting – developing descriptive and story writing by exploring a variety of settings from historical settings to a busy place. 

Poetry – Power of Imagery: exploring poetry and figurative language, such as similes and metaphors inspired by winter and the weather.



	
	Geography
	Extreme Earth (physical geography): about the Earth's extremes, from raging tropical storms to violent erupting volcanoes to terrifying towering tsunamis. Also exploring how these extremes affect people, communities and landscapes.
	

	
	Music
	Music Notation: children will explore the duration of different musical notes, including crotchets, quavers and minims. 

	Maths Links:

Number – Decimals: multiplying and rounding decimals to 10,100 and 1000 then extending on to 0.1, 0.01 and 0.001. 
Measurement – Length: converting units of lengths through problem solving, including miles and kilometres. 
Number – Multiplication and division: formal written method of division. Exploring the different formal methods and applying them to problem solving
Number – fractions, decimals and percentages: finding equivalent decimals; converting between fractions decimals and percentages, and calculating percentages of whole numbers. 
Measurement – time: converting units of time and speed through problem solving.

	Slippers: Children start by exploring a range of slippers to see what materials are used, what different parts there are and who they were designed for. Then, move on to the hands-on lessons of designing slipper patterns and improving sewing and decorating skills. And finally, test their skills by designing, making and evaluating their own slippers, using the skills they have developed.

	i-Safe (e-safety): children will understand how to use technology safely, respectfully and responsibly; recognise acceptable/unacceptable behaviour; identify a range of ways to report concerns about content and contact.

Children to use bible stories to understand the nature and characteristics of God. Understand the meaning of belief in art, prayer and poetry and reflect on what they have learned.

	Science
	Danger! Low Voltage: children construct circuits with an increasing number of components and contrast the effects this has on the function of the components. 

The children learn to use the recognised electrical symbols to record circuits. They will research how electricity is generated both traditionally using coal and gas, and by renewable resources, and investigate how electricity is transmitted across the country. 

	English Links:

Gothic Writing: To compose the opening of a spooky gothic story inspired by our visit to John Rylands library.
Story Openings:  To explore what makes an effective story opening by focusing on character, setting, action and dialogue.
Rose Blanche: To inspire writing by journeying back to World War Two and see the war through the eyes of a young German girl.
Reading Focus: To read between the lines by focusing on inference and deduction.

Grammar and Punctuation: To build confidence and develop strategies in preparation for SATs.

	Baghdad c. 900AD (a non-European society that provided contrast with British history): children will explore the ‘Golden Age of Islam’ when from c. 900AD Islamic culture flourished and Baghdad became renowned as a centre of learning and tolerance for the next five centuries.

	Islamic Art: Exploring shapes and patterns in Islamic Art; understanding features of Islamic Art and considering the difference between Islamic Art and other forms of art.

	i-Network (understand computer networks including the internet; how they provided multiple services and the opportunities they offer for communication and collaboration): children will explore computer networks and the world wide web. 


	Maths Links:

Number: Children use negative numbers in contexts of temperature and money to solve problems, and are introduced to the rule for the order of operations.

Algebra: Children use simple formulae; generate and describe linear number sequences and find solutions for equations. 

Geometry: Children explore angles in different shapes and find missing angles. 

Number: Children use a written and mental method to calculate multiplications. 

Measurement: Children convert between different units of mass.

	Science
	Classifying Organisms (living things and their habitats): children will recap their knowledge of broad groups of organisms before taking a much more in-depth look at the classification system, how it works and how different species of organisms that are closely related can be identified.


	English Links:

Reading Focus: To retrieve information; understand formal and informal writing; compare texts and explore prose genres and types of poetry.
Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling: To build confidence and develop strategies in preparation for SATs. 

Dear Greenpeace – children will explore the formality in letter writing. 

Lost Happy Ending – children will focus on the use of language in the text and how integrated dialogue can develop a character. They will also compose an alternative ending to the book.

Genres of Writing – children will continue to develop their writing by composing a range of narrative and non-narrative pieces, with a focus on proof-reading and editing.



	
	Geography
	North America (Place Knowledge): Children will discover the continent of North America and all its amazing countries, cities and landscapes. They will identify the 23 countries of North America, from the vast lands of the USA and Canada down through Central America and on to the Caribbean islands. On the way they will explore the various geographical features of different areas of North America and compare them with their own locality.

	Maths Links:

Fractions: Adding and subtracting fractions with different denominators and mixed numbers, using the concept of equivalent fractions. Also, multiplying simple proper fractions and dividing proper fractions by whole numbers.
Ratio and Proportion: Solving problems involving similar shapes where the scale factor is known or can be found.  
Statistics: Interpreting and constructing pie charts and line graphs and use these to solve problems. Also, calculating and interpreting the mean as an average.

Number: Dividing numbers up to 4 digits by a 2-digit whole number using the formal written methods and interpreting remainders as whole number remainders, fractions, or by rounding.
Measurement: Recognising that shapes with the same areas can have different perimeters and vice versa.

God's plan'? They will explore 'free will' and 'determinism' and will reflect on these concepts in their own life. The children will look for Biblical evidence to support their thoughts on Jesus' life and death. Finally, the children will look at the choices they make in their life and how these could be influenced by external factors.

	Science
	Light up your World (light): children develop a more detailed understanding of mirrors and the reflections that they form, and apply this understanding to make a periscope.

They are introduced to ray diagrams that can be used to represent the behaviour of light. They will explain the formation of shadows and explore refraction.

	English Links:

Reading Focus: SATs Preparation – responding to a range of texts by answering different types of SATs questions, such as Ranking/ordering; Labelling; Find and copy; Short constructed response and Open-ended response. 

Grammar and Punctuation: To revise a range of SATs questions, such as Selected response, e.g. ‘Identify the adjectives in the sentence below’ and Constructed response, e.g. ‘Correct/complete/rewrite the sentence below,’ or, ‘The sentence below has an apostrophe missing. Explain why it needs an apostrophe.’

Writing: To focus on writing standards by writing the following: a non-chronological report on an animal; a persuasive charity speech; an eyewitness accident report and an adventure story.
